Dear Sir,

      Please refer to the above cited reference on captioned subject of nation wide agitation notice served by AIGETOA for various legitimate demands of executives in BSNL. Despite the said notice was served, well in advance of more than 50 days; it is depressing to mention that the resolute of the BSNL management failure to consider our legitimate demands. It has lacked basic democratic approach of resolving the issues by negotiations and consistently showing the rigidity over the burning issues of its executives. It is the absolute failure of the staff relation side of BSNL management which has resulted in or forced us to start whistle blowing public campaigning at corporate office followed by Jantar Mantar New Delhi from 18th Aug 2009. 
Neither BSNL management attempted for the negotiation even during the campaign, it is worth to mention that AIGETOA had called off the agitation at peak of the participation just to honour the assurance of Hon’ble Minister of Communication & IT and considering the public image of the company escalated by the media.

I regret to mention that BSNL management is not recognising the genuine democratic voices of the executives but it’s trying to go ahead by crushing the legitimate voices. Despite Hon’ble MOC & IT assurance, Unique and unilateral decision of BSNL management to recruit MT and DGM by undermining its own qualified executives is not at all justified and the way to create high turbulence and disobedience in the field. 
I have to inform you with grate pain that; members do not have any hope from unabsorbed ITS dominated BSNL management. Every action of unabsorbed ITS officers are vindictive and not only against the welfare of the absorbed & young executives but also against the interest of the company. 
In order to express our discontentment on the BSNL management on recent HR policies ignoring the legitimate demands of it’s executives and thereby consequent failure of BSNL management for profit maximization, We decided to go for one day countywide fast on 2nd  October 2009(anniversary of our beloved Mahatma Gandhi-the father of nation) to pay homage to Mahatma Gandhi and for also praying for the well being of our beloved organisation with a hope that ultimately good sense will prevail, though we need to celebrate this occasion, we are literally unable to do that due to the vindictive actions and undemocratic behaviour of BSNL management. If the same trend of functioning of BSNL management we are afraid to mention that in future our beloved company will end up as a sick company and will lead to similar situation of AIR INDIA. It is heartbreaking to mention that, mahatma brought freedom for nation through peaceful agitations which well appreciated even the westerners but today we imitate the same we are punished for no reasons, it is sure we have no democracy in BSNL to demonstrate and express our genuine demands as guest dominated BSNL management is totally vindictive and working for their vested interest. We the young executives will pray to mahatma on the mentioned day to give BSNL management ethics to act fairly and render the justice to the legitimate demands to its executives. It is not the end of our fight but if BSNL management will remain adamant  we will keep it up till the resolution of our legitimate demands, further course of action will be informed you in due of course of time.
